Hence the budget we are presenting today is community centered and driven as there was 
maximum public participation and therefore, it is the people’s budget.

However, it 

must be noted that most of the projects of 2009/10 financial year have been included in the 

2010/11 budget since some were not started by the then financial year. These 2009/10 projects 

will be indicated as roll overs. Furthermore, some of these projects have been affected by the 

cost cutting exercise due to recession. One of the bulk supply projects to allude to about which 

its budget allocation is not covered in the budget 2010/11 is the Dwarsloop – Acornhoek Inyaka 

Bulk line which is funded and managed by DWA – R37 million which has been allocated and 

awaiting for the kick starting of this project in this financial year 2010/11 for bulk water supply 

in the northern hemisphere of Bushbuckridge.

During the official opening of Council on March 2010, we committed ourselves in trying to meet 

the 2010 water for all millennium target by allocating 60% from the capital expenditure for 

water projects. One of our strategic objectives in this regard is the refurbishment of boreholes 

and provision of new ones in the areas hard hit by water crisis due to lack of bulk supply instead 

of provision of water tankers which milks us like a milking cow. 

Therefore, we are proud to pronounce that R25 000 000.00 has been catered for this purpose, 

boreholes refurbishment campaign in the 2010/11 budget we are presenting today.

Rural internal streets 

Once more, in our state of the municipal address, we committed ourselves to a Gundulashu 

project, which is a locally based extended community works programme (ECWP), where 

community members will be recruited as labourers to utilize their wheel-burrows and other 

equipments to maintain our internal streets in the most disadvantaged communities. We are 

once more again, proud to loudly pronounce that R8 000 000.00 has been allocated from the 

operational budget to arrive at this conclusion. This programme has been tried and tested by 

Bushbuckridge Local Municipality and found to be working. We are the only municipality in the 

country to have introduced this programme (ECWP).  
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TESTING AND LICENCING STATIONS 

1. Mapulaneng traffic station - Complete at this stage but money budgeted for 

equipments. 

2. Construction of DLTC station at Hluvukane.  

3. Mkhuhlu traffic station – budgeted for fencing to secure the site  

4. Upgrading of vehicle testing station at Mhala traffic station. 

Total budget = R7 100 000.00 

5. ELECTRIFICATION 2010/11 

The following villages will be electrified in this financial year. It must therefore be noted that 

Sefoma/ Matsikitsane and Goromane will be implemented internally not by Eskom as R5 million 

will be deposited into the Municipal account. However, the R5 million has been included in the 

total budget of R22 800 000.00 indicated below:-

FREE BASIC SERIVES 

It is the responsibility of the municipality to cater indigents that can’t afford to have basic 

services at their disposal in its budget. R22 500 000.00 has been therefore budgeted to render 

the following basic services freely: 

1. Free basic electricity  R12 000 000.00 

2. Free basic refuse  R500 000.00 

3. Free basic sanitation  R2 000 000.00 

4. Free basic water   R8 000 000.00 

 

6. HOUSING THE BUSHBUCKRIDGEANS 

This project is funded by the Human settlement department. Our role is to identify 

beneficiaries. In this financial year the department has allocated R24 871 360.00 for 

Bushbuckridge which is not included in our budget we are presenting today. We are only 

providing the community with information. 400 PHP units have been allocated. 10 units have 
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been taken to be allocated for disabled youth. In addition to the 10 units, extra 6 units have 

been allocated in this regard from (Unblocking of Mpfumelelo) to make a total of 16. 

In a hutshell, 390 units have been distributed as follows:- 

1. 98 for ward 11 

2. 98 for ward 28 

3. 97 for ward 21 

4. 97 for ward 31 

Moreover and above, the 16 units for the disabled youth are being distributed as follows: 

1. 7 for ward 31 

2. 4 for ward 11 

3. 5 for ward 21 

4. 1 for ward 24 

The extra beneficiary to make 17 instead of 16 is Mr. July Zimba from Motibidi ward 8 after an 

intervention by the Executive Mayor where the MEC was intensively engaged. 

The site inspection for this house was done on the 29th June 2010 and the contractor has been 

appointed. 

7. LOCAL ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT 

To boost local economic development, in order to assist the national millennium target of 

having unemployment half by 2014, the following projects have been prioritized by the 

Provincial Government as 3 year cycle projects! 

1. Bohlabela cultural village  and accommodation inside Mangwazi = R10 million 

2. Mnisi resort phase two = R7 million 

3. Amashangane Game Ranch = R4 million 

4. Huntington village tourism = R3,5 million 

5. Greening Bushbuckridge = R15,7 million 

6. Street cleaning and Greening = R39 239 999.  288 people have already been employed 

to start working today. With the Greening Bushbuckridge, employment will commence 

immediately when open space master plan has been completed. 

The total budge to the above-mentioned project is R79 439 999.00 
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NDPG PROJECTS 

During 2009/10 an amount of R5million was allocated by the National Treasury of the NDPG funded 

projects. This money was used for the development of Bushbuckridge Township Regeneration Strategy 

which is required by the National Treasury for the approval of the Business Plans, the other amount was 

used for other planning activities such as geotech studies and to implement the two Dream fields soccer 

fields at Hluvukani and Acornhoek. 

An amount of R5m has also been allocated for 2010/11 and would be used towards implementation of 

the projects particularly the quick wins projects such as site walks, street lights and signage. 

Since the NDPG programme is relatively new, there were some challenges that were encountered 

especially with the development of the Business Plans of the standard required by the National 

Treasury. The service provider appointed by the municipality failed to satisfy such standards and the 

matter is now referred for arbitration and has negatively affected progress. Once the case is finalized, 

the municipality together with the National Treasury would focus on projects implementation. It must 

also be noted that the R220 million is with the National treasury and is still available. Furthermore the 

R5 million allocated for this financial year will be extracted from this R220 million as it is the case with 

the R5 million from the previous year. Realistically speaking, R210 million will be still in the coffers of the 

national treasury. 

And the matter will be given the necessary attention immediately when the arbitration is over possibly 

by end of July 2010.  

8.SOCIAL ACTIVITIES  

In attempting to address the community socio imbalances, the budget has also taken 

the community stakeholders on board. These stakeholders are as follow: 

1.  Youth  

2.  Women 

3.  Disabled  

4.  Children 

5.  Elderly 

6.  The sporting and culture sector 

7.  The community in general 
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One of the strategic intention is to bring the people together and share the experience and 

challenges. 

The above sector has been prioritized and budgeted as follows: 

1. Youth Affairs = R 450 000.00 

2. Sports, Arts, Culture and Heritage = R1 900 000.00 

3. Gender Affairs = R250 000.00 

4. Disabled Affairs = R500 000.00 

5. Bursaries = R700 000.00 

6. Community Development (For community based project like gardening etc.)=R300 000.00 

7. Children and Elderly Affairs = R400 000.00 

It must be made very clear as we are presenting this budget to all service providers who will be 

appointed to implement all this projects that they should avoid doing shoddy jobs and deliver 

quality projects. Local economic empowerment will be the order of the day. Each contractor 

will have to take on board local contractors as subcontractors as most of them do not have the 

necessary gradings. This will ensure that our people can end up having necessary gradings. No 

more to the situation where Bushbuckridge is the milking cow where the wealth of 

Bushbuckridge is not shared to the local communities. We will guard against any negative 

tendency of not empowering local entrepreneurs. We are also making a clarion request to all 

services providers to plough back to the community after completing quality projects in a form 

of school uniforms to the needy kids, crèches, churches, etc. 
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CONCLUSION 

Madam Speaker, honourable members of the community of Bushbuckridge and its leaders, 

these are the core advantage delivery aspects of the 2010/11 budget/IDP for Bushbuckridge 

Local Municipality we are presenting today. 

We therefore make a clarion call to all our people to work together as one and encourage those 

receiving services to pay for them in order to make this budget a successful people’s budget. 

It is also vital to officially announce as I conclude, that for the first time since 2000, we received 

an unqualified audit report which is a clean financial audit report from the Auditor General for 

the financial year 2008/9.  

We therefore commit ourselves as we urge you to pay services to boost our revenue for service 

delivery that we will continue to ensure that we always receive clean audits as our tradition in 

all financial years to follow. This is an indication that your fiscal are in good hands, are safe so 

pay for your services in good faith as we are managing your finances in good faith. 

Moreover and above, as I conclude once more, I want to salute and thank the governing party 

for having introduced policies and programmes that ensured that there should be public 

participation in the government day to day programmes hence the slogan “working together 

we can do more “. This is the reason today we are presenting a balanced peoples centred and 

driven budget totaling R979 155 000.00. This is so, because of the African National Congress, 

the tried and the tested organization of the people, hence Karl Marx once said “the ruling ideas 

are the ideas of the ruling party”. 

Let us also put our weight behind Ghana in the quarter final against Uruguay to be played 

tomorrow as Ghana is the only African continental team left in this tournament. Indeed, we 

should pray for Mary the queen of peace that Ghana should win as their victory will be a victory 

for the African continent. We can’t afford to loose in this regard.
